To Encounter Christ in Word and Sacrament




Welcome to this church of All Saints, Boyne Hill. Our hope is that during this
service you will encounter Christ in Word and Sacrament. You will be fed and
nurtured to share a little of our Lord’s light and love in the World.

One of the most powerful stories of encounter found in the Bible is the story
of the Road to Emmaus (Luke 24: 13—35). The early disciples are found heart-
broken as they have witnessed the death of their great hope, Jesus. As they
walked the road Jesus appeared to them and asked why they were so upset.
They responded by asking Jesus, ‘Are you the only person in Jerusalem who
hasn’t heard what has happened?’ Jesus asked, ‘Do you not understand the
scriptures?’ He then opened the scriptures to them; explaining that the proph-
ets pointed towards a Saviour who would overcome sin and death and bring
light to the world.

The disciples invited Jesus into their home for a meal. At the meal Jesus took
the bread and gave thanks. He broke it and gave it to them. Their eyes were
opened, and they recognised Him. Jesus disappeared from before their eyes,
but they realised that they had encountered the Risen Lord in the Word (the
Bible) and Sacrament (the breaking of bread).

The disciples returned to Jerusalem to become part of the early church that we
can read about in the Acts of the Apostles. The Good News of light overcoming
darkness, goodness overcoming evil and new life overcoming death would
soon spread across the World.

We can be transformed by this message. Bring your sad stories to our Lord.
Allow Jesus to warm your hearts with the words of the Bible. Open your eyes
to see the Risen Lord in the breaking of bread. When we encounter Our Lord,
we can start to do the small things well. When we throw a small stone into
water, however small, it causes a ripple. Each of our acts of kindness can make
a difference. May we all partake of the Body of Christ to become the Body of
Christ in the World.

THE LITURGY OF THE WORD
FIRST READING Acts 10: 34 — 43 Rachel Juden

Peter began to speak to those assembled in the house of Cornelius: ‘I truly
understand that God shows no partiality, but in every nation anyone who fears him
and does what is right is acceptable to him. You know the message he sent to the
people of Israel, preaching peace by Jesus Christ — he is Lord of all. That message
spread throughout Judea, beginning in Galilee after the baptism that John
announced: how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with power;
how he went about doing good and healing all who were oppressed by the devil, for
God was with him. We are witnesses to all that he did both in Judea and in
Jerusalem. They put him to death by hanging him on a tree; but God raised him on
the third day and allowed him to appear, not to all the people but to us who were
chosen by God as witnesses, and who ate and drank with him after he rose from the
dead.

THE GOSPEL John 20: 1— 18

Early on the first day of the week, while it was still dark, Mary Magdalene came to the
tomb and saw that the stone had been removed from the tomb. So she ran and went
to Simon Peter and the other disciple, the one whom Jesus loved, and said to them,
‘They have taken the Lord out of the tomb, and we do not know where they have laid
him.”

Then the disciples returned
to their homes. But Mary stood weeping outside the tomb. As she wept, she bent over
to look into the tomb; and she saw two angels in white, sitting where the body of
Jesus had been lying, one at the head and the other at the feet. They said to her,
‘Woman, why are you weeping?’ She said to them, ‘They have taken away my Lord,
and | do not know where they have laid him.” When she had said this, she turned
around and saw Jesus standing there, but she did not know that it was Jesus. Jesus
said to her, ‘Woman, why are you weeping? For whom are you looking?’ Supposing
him to be the gardener, she said to him, ‘Sir, if you have carried him away, tell me
where you have laid him, and | will take him away.’ Jesus said to her, ‘Mary!” She
turned and said to him in Hebrew, ‘Rabbouni!” which means Teacher. Jesus said to
her, ‘Do not hold on to me, because | have not yet ascended to the Father. But go to
my brothers and say to them, “| am ascending to my Father and your Father, to my
God and your God.” Mary Magdalene went and announced to the disciples, ‘| have
seen the Lord’; and she told them that he had said these things to her.

This is the Gospel of the Lord. Praise to you, O Christ.
